Robert explained his philosophy on the issue —
a program with define parameters, not meeting those parameters, reflects on management.
Also some discussion on limiting assistance on length of service such as the new federal
GI Bill Chapter 33 does.

Old Business: Issue of volunteer mileage will not be kept on agenda due to no action.
Not a hot legislative issue because it only affects volunteers.

New Business: May CVSO Report distributed. Robert briefly detailed highlights of
report. All area Memorial Day parades were well represented by the office. Question
rose if the office is seeing a lot of TBI claims. Answer is yes.
