AIRPORT ZONING ORDINANCE 
The following Resolution No. 16 was presented: 

A GENERAL ORDINANCE OF WINNEBAGO COUNTY CREATING 
AN AIRPORT APPROACH ZONE AND REGULATING AND LIMIT­
ING THE HEIGHT AND BULK OF OBSTRUCTIONS TO AERIAL 
NAVIGATION THEREIN. 

THE COUNTY BOARD OF SUPERVISORS OF WINNEBAGO 
COUNTY DO ORDAIN AS FOLLOWS: 

SECTION L DEFINITIONS. As used in this Ordinance unless 
the context otherwise requires:-

(1) "Airport" means the nublically owned Airport of Winnebago 
COll!1ty and includes the area owned at the time of the passage of this 
g"dinant ce ~ an Airport. and also includes such land as Winnebago 

oun y may ,rOlU tune to time ~quire for AIrport purposes. 



(2). . "Airport hazard" means any overhead power line. which inter­
feres Wlth radio communications between the Airport and Aircraft 
approaching or leaving same, or any structure or object of natural 
~wth which obstructs the aerial approaches of the Airport, or is other­
WlSe hazardous to its use for landing or taking-off. 
. (3) "Person" means any individual, firm, copartnership, corpora­

tIOn, company, association, joint stock association, or body politic, and 
fti~~i~ any trustee, receiver, a.s.signee or other Similar representative, 

. (4) "Structure" means any object. constructed or installed by man, 
mcluding, but without limitation, buildings towers, smoke-stacks, and 
overhead transmission lines. 

(5) "Tree" means any object of natural growth. 
SECTION II. AIRPORT HAZARDS NOT IN PUBLIC INTEREST: 
It is hereby found and declared that an airport hazard endangers 

~e lives and property of users of the airport and of occupants of land 
m its vicinity, and also, if of t,he obstructive type, in effect reduces the 
Size of the area available for the landing taking-off, and maneuvering 
()f Aircraft, thus tending to destroy or impair the utility of the airport, 
and the public investment therein, and is therefore not in the interest 
()f the public health. public safety, or general welfare. 

SECTION III. AIRPORT APPROACH ZONE:-Certain of the 
I~d adjacent to the Winnebago County Airport is hereby divided into 
eight zones, which zones are hereinafter more particularly described, ex­
cept Numbers Five and Six, and are Shown upon the map attached 
hereto and made a part of this orclinance, and being known as the 
Airport Zoning Map, and which said eight zones shall hereafter be 
knO\l"ll:l and referred to collectively as the AIRPORT APPROACH 
ZONE and the said map and all the notations, references, and other 
things shown thereon shall be as much a part of this orclinance as if 
the matters and things set forth by said map were all fully described 
herein and provided further, however. that if there be any variance 
between the metes and bOunds descriptions hereinafter set out. and 
the zones as they shall appear upon said map, the metes and boundS 
descriptions shall govern. Said zones. comprising the Airport Approach 
Zone, are more fully and particularly described as follows:-

two degrees (820 ) East two (2) mile.; thence South Four thousand feet 
(4.000'); thence Northwesterly to the place of beginning. 

ZONE NUMBER EIGHT-GOlNG SOUTHEASTERLY FROM THE 
SOUTH END OF RUNWAY NO.4. 

All that part of Sections Thirty-Five (35) and Thirty-8ix (36). 
Township Eighteen (18) North. Range Sixteen (16) Ea:st in the Town 
of AIgoma, Winn€OOgo County, and Section~ One (1), Six (6), Seven 
(7) and Twelve (12) in the Town of Black Wolf and Se<:tion Two (2) 
in the Town of Nekimi, Winnebago County, State of Wisconsin de­
scribed as follows: Beginning at a point that is Two hundred feet /200') 
North and Four hundred fity fee·t (450') West of the Southeast corner 
of the Northwest One Quarter (N. W. l4) of the Southeast One Quar­

SECTION IV. REGULATIONS IN AIR PORT APPROACH ZONE:-

Any structure or object of natural groWlth within the Airport Ap­
proach Zone exceeding the limitations hereinafter set out is hereby 
declared to be unIa wfuI and is punishable as hereinafter provided. 
Structurw and objects of natural growth will be permitted as follows:-

No structure whatever, or tree, within forty feet of the outside 
limits of the AIrport; at forty feet from said AIrport, a structure or 
tree not to exceed one foot high schall be deemed lawful and thereafter 
for each additional fortv feet measured horizontally from the outside 
lhnits of saId AIrport, one additional vertical foot of structure or natural 
growth shall be deemed lawful. (In order to provide for a forty to one 
glide ratio in the Airport Approach Zone.) 

, SECTION V. PERMITS AND VARIANCES. 
Ca) PERMITS FOR CONTINUANCE OF NON-CONFORMING USES 

The owner of any structure or tree existing at the date of the 
adoption of this .Ordinance which does not conform to the preceding 
parajmtPh of this Ordinance shall be granted a permit authorizing 
contmuance of SUCh non-conforming use upon application to be made 
by .him to the Board of Appeal, Wh.ich agency is hereinafter provided 
for, PROVIDED! that if such appllcatlon is not made within ninety 
days after the e fective date of the regulations In question the Board 
of tppe~l shall by appropriate action compel the owner of the non­
con.°trucrmmg structure or tree, at his own expense, to lower"remove. re­
cen. t. or eqUlp such object as may be necessary to conform to such 
ngujation or regulatIOns. 



(b) PERMITS FOR CHANGE AND REPAIR OF NON-CONFORMING 
USES. 

~efore any existing non-conforming structure or tree for which a 
penrut has been isSued in accordance with subsection (a) hereof, may 
be altered or repalred, re-bUilt, allowed to grow higher, or re-planted. 
a penmt must be secured from the Board of Appeal, authorizing such 
change or repair. No such pennit mal! be granted that would penni! 
the structure or tree in question to be made higher or become a greater 
hazard to air navigation than it was when the pennit for its continuance 
was granted, under subsection (a) hereof, and where the structure or 
object of natural growth has been more than 50% torn down or de­
stroyed whether voluntarily, by act at God, or otherwise, or has become 
more than 50% deteriorated or decayed, no permit shall be granted 
that would pennit such structure or tree to exceed the applicable 
hight limit or otherwise deviate from the ordinance. In all such cases 
of 50% destruction, deterioration, or decay, whether application is made 
f?r a permit for repair or not, the said Board .. hal!, by appropriate ac­
tIOn, compel the owner of the non-conforming structure or tree, at his 
own expense, to lower, remove, reconstruct, or equip such object as may 
be nece=ry to confonn to the said ordinance. Except as indicated, all 
applicatIOns for pennits for change or repair of non-confonning uses 
~hal! 00 granted. 

(c) VARIANCES. 
Any person desiring to erect any structure or increase the height, 

o! any structure, or pennit the growth of any tree, or otherwise use his 
property in violation of this ordinance or regulations adopted there­
under, may apply to the Board of Appeal under Section VI, for a vari­
ance from the zoning regulations in question. Suoh variances shall be 
allOWed where a literal application or enforcement of the regulatiOns 
would result in practical difficulty or unnecessary hardship, and relief 
gr~ted would not be contrary to the public int;erest, but do .sullctantiaJ 
justIce and be in accordance with the regulations and this ordinance 

(dl OBSTRUCTION MARKING AND LIGHTING. . 
In granting any pennit or variance under this Act, the Board of 

Appeal may. if it deems such action advisable to effectuate the purposes 
of this ordinance and reasona,ble in the circumstances, so condition 
Such .pennit or variances as to require the owner of the structure or 
trEe ill question to pennit the County. a,t its own expense, to inStall. 
operate, and maintain suitable obstruction markers, and obstruction 
lIghts thereon. 

SECTION VI. BOARD OF APPEAL. 
A BOARD OF APPEAL IS HEREBY ESTABLISHED. 

(1) The word "Board" when u:sed in thls Ordinance shall be con­
strued to mean the Board of Appeal. 

(2) The Board shall consist of three members appointed by the 
Chairman Of the County Board, for one, two. and three years, respec­
!:tvc'ii:' m the first instance, and tenns thereafter to be for thr€e years 

(3) MEETINGS. 
Meetings of the Board wall be held four times a year at regular 

intErvals. and at such other times as the Board may determine. There 
shaH be a fixed place of meeting, and all meetings shall be open to the 
public. The Board shall adopt its rules of procedure, and keep a record 
of Its proceedings, showing the actio~ of the Board, and the vote of 
eaCh member upon each question considered. The presence of two mem­
bers shall be nece£,sary to constitute a quorum. 

(4) POWERS.

(c) To hear and decide specifiC variances under SEction V. (c). 
. (d) Appeal from the ruling of the adrninistr~tive agency concern­
mg the enforcement of the provisiOns of this Ordinance. may be made 
to the Board of Appeal not later th&n siXty days after such ruling shall 
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have been made. The appellant shall file with the Secretary of. ~e 
Board a notice of appeal, s~ting the g:z:ounds thereof, and the admllllSd trative agency shall forthWlth translDlt to the Board all papers an 
doctunents constituting the record upon which the action appeale~ frtonm 
was taken. The final disposition of any ~cl). appeal shall. be m e 
form of a resolution. either reversmg. modifymg. or affmnmAg. WhOlI) 
or partly the decision or determination appealed from. n appea 
mall stay all proceedings in furtherance of the action appealed 
from. unless the agency from which the appeal is .taken.. cer­
tifies to the Board, after the notice of appeal has been flied wll~h ,It. 
that by reason of the facts stated in the certificate a stay would. In Its 
opinion. cause tmminent peril of lite and property. In such case pro­
ceedings shall not be stayed otherwise than by a restraining order which 
may be granted by the Board or by a Circuit Court. or notice to the 
said agency from which the appeal is taken and on due cause shown. 

(5) The Board shall fix a reasonable time for the hearing of the 
appeal. give public notice. and due notice to the parties in interest. and 
decide the same within a reasonable time. Upon the hearing any per­
son may appear in person or by ag~nt or by agent or bv attorney. 

(6) ADDITIONAL POWERS OF BOARD. 
The Board may. in conformity with the provisions of this Ordinance. 

reverse. or affirm, wholly or partly, or mOdify the order. requirement. 
decision. or determination appealed from and may make such order. 
requirement. decision. or determination as ought to be made. The 
concurring vote of the majority of the members of the Board shalJ be 
sufficient for a decision. 

SECTION VII. JUDICIAL REVIEW. 
(1). APPEAL TO CIRCUIT COURT. Any person aggrieved by 

any decision of the Board of Appeal. or any officer. department. or 
Board of Winnebago County or mumcipality therein. may present to the 
Circuit Court of Wmnebago County a verified petition setting forth 
that the decision of the Board is Illegal. in whole or part. and specifyin~ 
the grounds of the illegality. Such petition may be presented to the 
Court within thirty days alter decision is filed rith the office of the 
Board of Appeal. 

(2) CERTIORAf. UpOn presentation of such petition, the Court 
may allow a writ of certiorari directed to the Board of Appeal. to Te­
view such decision of the Board. The all{)wance of the writ shall not 
stay proceedings upon the decision appealed from. but the Court may, 
on application or notice to the Board of Appeal, and on due cause 
shown grant a restraining {)rde£. In addition to the original papers 
acted upon by the Board. or sworn copies thereof. the return shall con­
cisely set forth such other facts as may be pertinent and material to 
show the grounds of the decision appealed from, and shall be verified. 

(3) POWERS OF COURT UNDER ORDINANCE. The court shaJJ 
have exclusive jurisdiction to examine. modify. or set aside the decision 
brought UP for review in whole or in part, and if need be. to order fur­
ther proceedings by the Board of Appeal. The Findings of Fact by the 
Board. if supported by substantial evidence. shall be accepted by the 
court as conclusive. and no objection to a decision of the Board shall 
have been urged before the Board or if not so urged. unless there were 
reasonable grounds for failure to do so. Costs shal! not be allowed 
against the Board of Appeal unless it appears to the caurt that it acted 
With gross negligence. in bad faith. or with malice in making the de­
CISion appealed from. 

SECTION VIII. TURNING ZONES. 
. All that IX>rtion of Win.llebago County. Wisconsin. lying within two 

miles of the limits of the Winnebago County Airport. and lying in-be­
tween and not bemg a part of the JUrport Approach Zones, hereinbefore 
descnbed ~ Section III of thiS Ordinance, shall be classified. for pur­
poses of thIS Ordinance. as "Turnm~ Zone Areas" In said Turning Zone 
Areas no structure wha.tever. or tree. shall be. permitted to protrude 
above the following linuts:-From the boundary of the Airpart. for a 
distance of one-half mile away. there shaH be no obstruction structure, 
or tree above 75 feet in height; from one-half mile away to'two miles 
away • .no obstructen. structure. or tree shall protrude' above a 30:1 
slope line UP from the '15 foot height limitation heretofore prescribed 
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for the distance from the limits of the Airport to one-half mile away; 
any structure, tree, or obstruction protruding above the limits prescribed 
in ~he previous paragraph shall be deemed unlawful. and shall be 
I>urushed. and have the same consequences as are provided for in Sec­
tIOn IV and succeeding sections of the within Ordinance. PROVIDED 
FURTHER that the provisions of Section V. VI, and VII Of this 
Ordinance shan apply to structures and trees unlawful under the section, 
a." well as under other sections of thi.

SECTION IX. ENFORCEMENT 
. The Aviation Committee of the County Boaxd 01 Supervisors 01 

Wmnebago County shall be the administrative agency responsible for 
the enforcement of this Ordinance. Tbe said Committee shali have 
power to make such rules and regulations as may be necessary for 
administering this Ordinance. 

SECTION X. REMEDIES 
Any violation of this Ordinance may be restrained by any court 01 

competent jurisdiction. in a suit by the administrative agency and 
charged with the enforcement of this Ordinance or any county officer 
of Winnebago County; in such action. the court shall adjudge to the 
plaintiff SUch relief by way of (injunction which may be mandatory) 
or otherwise as may be proper under the facts and Circumstances of 
the case in order to fully effectuate the purposes of this Ordinance. 

SECTION XI ACQUISITION OF AIR RIGHTS 
In any case in which it is desired to remove. lower or otherwise 

terminate a nonconforming use. or whenever it appears advisable that 
the necessary approach protection be provided by acquisition of prop­
erty rights rather than by airport zoning regulations, the County of 
Winnebago may acquire by purchase. grant. or condemnation and in 
the manner provided by law, such air right. easement. or other estate 
or interest in the property or nonconforming use in question as may 
be necessary to efiectuate the pUl-poses of this ordinance. 

SECTION XII. PENALTIES 
.Any person found guilty of a violation of this Ordinance shall be 

Punished by a fine of not to exceed $500.00, or by imprisonment in the 
County Jail of Winnebago County for a periOd of not to exceed six 
months. Each and every day th8.t an unlawful obstruction or object 
of natural growth shall exist shall constitute a separate offense. 

SECTION XIII. SEVERABILITY 
If any provision of this Ordinance or the application thereof to any 

person or circumstances is he,d invaHd. such invalidity shall not affect 
other provisions or applications of the Ordina,?ce. mhich can be given 
effect. without the mvalid provision or application. and to this end the 
proVlSIOns of this Ordinance are dEclared to be severable. 

SECTION XIV. APPROVAL BY TOWNSIDPS AND TIME 
OF TAKING EFFECT. 

This Ordinance shall take effect and be In force from and after 
the time that it shall have been duly approved by the townshiPs of 
WinnebagO County in which there Is situated lands affEeted by this 
Ordinance, and after this Ordinarice shall have been duly passed by 
the County Board of Winnebago COUl~ty.

An. air raid. warning simal shall consist of a ~eries of short blasts

Or other person !1u!y authorized by the Winnebago County Coun­
cil of defense, or Shenff s Department of said county.

In the event of an air raid warning: 
(a). The drivers of all automobiles, buses, trucks, and other motor

(1). ,Shall immediately pull over to the curb or roadside, turn off 
the engInes or motors, and leave such vehicles stand until the "all­
c!ear" signal is given; provided that emergency vehicles readily identi­
fiable as such, such as fire engines, ambulances, and governmental or 
public utility operated trucks, Or police cars, physicians' automobiles, 
and ,other vehicles carrying insignia, or vehicles operated by drivers 
wearIng insignia approved and issued by the Winnebago County Coun­
cil of DefeMe, shall not be required to stop when engaged in emergency 
operations. 
, (2). Shall, jf the air raid warning is given between sunset and sun­

rISe, !mmediately turn off all lights and keep them turned off until the 
:'all-clear" signal is given; provided that the emergency vehicles as here­
mbef~re defined shall not be required to tum off their lights if they 
are dimmed, hooded or masked in a manner approved by the Winne­
b::go County Council of Defense. In the case of an announced test or 
trllli blackout such emergency vehicles may proceed with lights on with­
out being dimmed, hooded or masked.

(3). Shall not park in front of any fire exit, fire plug, fire engine 

ouse, hospital entrance or at a street intersection. 
(4). Shall not block the center of any street, or stop opposite to or 

so Cl?se to a bus or emergency vehicle as to impede the free flow of 
traffIC engaged in emergency operations. 

(b). The operators of all buses and of such railroad trains or loco­
motIves as are being operated upon or along the streets or highways 
Of Wmnebago County shall immediately bring them to a stop and shall 
!lot ,Proceed until the "aU-clear" signal is given, If an air-raid warning 
IS gIven between sunset and sunrise such operators shall also immedi­
~tely put out all lights and keep them out until the "all-clear" signal 
IS given. No stop shall be made so as to block any street intersection 
or the entrance to any fire engine house.

Whenever an air raid warning is given between sunset and sunrise: 
(a). All lights outside or visible from the outside of any building, 

either through doors windows skylights or otherwise, shall be immedi­
!ltely put out and k~Pt out until the "all-clear" signal is given. Lights 
InsIde any building may be kept on or turned on onl~ where through tI:e me of shades, blinds, curtains, blaI,Ikets, screens, pamt, paper, card­
uuard or otherwise no lighting is visIble from the outside, This rule 
shall, aj)Ply to all buildings of every kind and description including, but 
not lImIted to, dwellings, residences, apartments, aj)artme,:,t ,houses, ho­
tels, boarding houses, lodging houses, stores, office bUIldings, ware­
~ou,es, manufacturing establishments, industrial plants, railroad sta­
tIons, schools, churches, hospitals and other institutions. The occupant 
Of, any portion of a building shall be responsible for the observance .of 
thIS rule as to such portion thereof as he may occupy, If one occupIes 
an entire building he shall be responsible for the observance of this rule 
as to the whole of such building, In the case of hotels. offIce bUIldmgs, 
apartment houses, lodging hou,es, boarding houses and other buildings 
to which the public is permitted or invited or as to any portion of 
which there Is a CQmmon use by the occupants thereof, the owner, lessee, 
or the person or persons in clIarge of the operation thereof, as the case 
~ay be, shall be responsible for the observance of this rule as to all por­
tIOns of the building to which the public is permitted or invited or as 
to which there is a common use by the occupants thereof.

Any light displayed contrary to the provisions of thIs ordinance 
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constitutes a public nuisance, and when deemed necessary, in order to 
protect life or property during a blackout or air raid, either the shernf, 
undersheriff, members of the Winnebago County Highway police force, 
or d.uly appointed auxiliary policemen of Winnebago County, are au­
thorIZed and directed to enter upon any premises, using reasonable 
force,. and extingUish lignts, and take other necessary action to make 
effectIVe any and all of the provisions of this ordinance.

The Sheriff of Winnebago County may appoint, for a specified time, 

as many auxiliary policemen, without pay, from among Winnebago 
County residents as may be deemed advisable for service in connection 
with any blackout or air-raid protection measure, and he may also 
appoint a requisite number of such auxiliary pOlice to act as traffic 
officers to enforce the prOvisions of this ordinance. During the term 
of service of Such auxiliary police, and during any air-raid blackout 
Dr While otherwise acting under the direction of the Sheriff. they shall 
have the powers, privileges, and duties of Sheriff's deputies. They must 
wear the prescribed identifying emblem, and it shal! be unlawfUl 
for any such auxiliary police officer to attempt to carry out any order, 
rule. or regulation when he is without such identifying emblem.

No person shall wear, exhibit, display, or use for any purpose any 

arm band, badge emblem uniform, insignia, or other identification or 
credential issued; approved or authorized by the WinnebagO County

dheemed gulity Of a violation of this ordinance, and shal! be subject to 
t e penalties hereinafter prescribed.

WINNEBAGO COUNTY SALVAGE DRIVE 
Mr. Robert C. Heffernan, 
Winnebago County Agricultural Agent, 
Oshkosh, Wisconsin. 
Dear Sir: 

Inasmuch as you are in very close contact with the County Board 
during its current session, I am taking the liberty of asking you to make 
the following report to the Board on behalf of the Salvage Committee 
concerning the recent Winnebago County Scrap Drive. If there are any 
questions concerning this report. I trust that you will feel free to con­
tact me and, of course, if it is necessary I will be only too glad to ap­
pear before the County Board myself. 

As I reported to you in our preliminary report dated Nov. 18, the 
drive netted 166 tons of scrap. While this figure does not represent by 
any means what can be collected in the rural areas, it is in itself a hand­
some amount. for it represents donated scrap given by the farmers in 
the interests of the activities of the American Red Cross. 

As I have stated before, the quality of the scrap was not up to our 
€xcectations. but even so we realized in the 166 tons--397c of so-called 
heavy scrap and 61 % Of light--composed of wire, sheet tin, etc. On this 
basis we collected 100 tons of l1ght scrap and 66 tons of heavy scrap. 
and in accordance with the agreed terms of sale we were paid $5.00 a 
ton for the light and $10.00 a ton for the heavy. making a breakdown 
of $500.00 received for the light scrap and $660.00 received for the heavy 
scrap. which as a grand total equals $1.160.00. 

As you know. the Salvage Committee incurred certain necessary 
out-of-pocket expenses in connection with the publicizing of this cam­
paign. These were kept at a minimum and are made up entirely of 
printing bills and paper. The advertising consisted of posters and bills 
that were distributed to every farm home in the county and flyers dis-
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tributed throughout the schools. The breakdown for this expense is 
$79.75 for the printing of above material, and the cost of the paper stock 
as billed t~ us is $44.00, making a total of $123.75 for expenses. 

Deducting from the principal sum of $1,160.00 the expense item of 
$123.75. leaves a net proceed figure of $1.036.25. which sum of money 
has been turned over to Mr. Earl Fuller, County Treasurer. 

In conclusion, I would like to convey through you to the members 
of the County Board the appreciation of the Salvage Committee for the 
cooperation of the Board, not only as a unit, but as individual me!fibers 
in their participation in this recent scrap drive. I would also like to 
bring to the attention of the &ard the splendid cooperation rendered 
the drive by the County Highway Department and by yourself, the 
County Agricultural Agent.

BE IT RESOLVED by the County Board of Supervisors of Winne­
bago County, Wisconsin, that a new section shall be added to said 
Ordinance, to be numbered Section Nineteen, and to read as foHows: 

TRAFFIC SIGN AND WHISTLE LEGEND. Whenever traffic at all 

intersection is alternately directed to proceed and to stop by the use of 
signals exhibiting colored lights, the lights shall signify as follows: 

(1) GREEN. Traffic facing this signal may proceed, except that 
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vehicular traffic shalI yield the right of way to pedestrians and ve¥cles 
lawfully within a crosswalk or the intersection at the t!me such signal 

was ~~=:OW. When shown follOwing the green, traffic facing tne 
signal shall stop before entering the intersection unless so close to it 
that a stop cannot be made in safety. The yellow signal shall not be 
used after a red signal is shown and before the green sIgnal appears. 

(3) RED. Traffic facing the signal shall stop before entering the 10-
tersection and remain standing until the green is shown. 

(4) For the purposes of this section, an intersection shall be de­
fined as follows: "The area embraced .within the prolongation of the 
lateral curb lines, or, if none, then within the lateral boundary lines of 
two or more highways, or of one or more highways, and one or more 
private-ways which jOin one another at an angle, whether Or not one 
such highway or private-way crosses the other." 

(5) PENALTIES. Any person violating this section shall, upon con­
viction, be punished by a fine of not to exceed $10.00 for the first of­
felL"', and for the second or each subsequent conviction within one year 
tbereafter, by a fine not exceeding $25.00, or by imprisonment. in the 
County Jail for not more than thirty days, Or by both such flOe and 
imprisOnment.

Your committee, consisting of the undersigoed Chairman of the 
County Board, County Clerk, and District Attorney, begs leave to re­
POrt. that they have considered the resolution adopted at the November 
seSSIOJ?, requesting that they prepare a set of rules to govern the vanc~ 
com~ttees of the County Board, and requesting that the undel"Slgo 
comnnttee makes recommendations. 

Y\lur committee further reports that after giving the matte~ studY, 
the members feel that they could not wisely discharge all tJ;lelr obli­
gations at the present time, without further discussion of this matter 
WIth the County Board. 

Your committee feels it advisable to consolidate the committees at 
the Wmnebago county Board and re-assign the duties, to the .end that 
therf! be few~r committees, the undersigned feeling that there IS a good 
de!ll of duplicatIOn of the functions at the present time, and that thi 
Wmnebago County Boord could function with fewer than the presen 
number of committees. 

The committee also feels on the other hand that the members of 
the County Board might not 'agree, and therefore the committee h€reu: 
makes certain recommendations for discussion. Your commlttee fur 
th~r~ reports that after the Board has indicated what the consensus 01 
~: ff the Boord is on the matters herein reported on, that tr: 
that tha t rules f.or the committees that the Board feels are esse~~ 
t
. e same mil he ready for presentation at the May re-orga 
lon seSSion of the Boord.

lunction, there is no reason why one or two commlttees,

have financial problems of the county in general under their jurisdic­
tion, could not assume this. 

Th~ Finance Committee, at the present time, busies itself with the 
dO!1 cl8.1ms, and with the promulgation of the recommended final budget, 
WhishlCh is also a strictly financial matter, and there is no reason why 
t comnuttee, for instance, could not assume the functions heretofore 
exercised by the Budget Committee. 
. The General Accounts Committee has the usual function of audit­
mg claims against the county, which are not disv.osed of by some other 
committee, such as the Insane Accounts comnuttee. The functions of 
both General Accounts and Insane Committees are identical, except 
that the Insane Accounts Committee handles one particular type of 
claim, Whereas the General Accounts Committee handles a dozen or 
more different types. There is no reason why the General Accounts 
Committee couldn't handle insane, as well as other accounts. 

The Per Diem and Mileag>e Committee goes over the bills of the su­
pervisors for their Own per diem and mileage, and there is no reason 
Why General Accounts Committee couldn't handle this, too. 

It is possible that the work of this group of committees could be 
delegated to one committee, or perhaps two, but it seems hardy neces­
sary to have as many as we have. 

4. We recommend the continuation of the Education Committee. 
. 5. We recommend the continuation of the Equalization Committee, 

but recommend that it be consolidated with the Tax Deed Committee. 
There is no reaSOn why the Tax Deed Committee could not handle the 
few duties which are imposed upon the Equalization Committee. 

6. We recommend the continuation of the Winnebago County flair 
Committee as that committee has the important duty of examining 
the busineSs of the Winnebago County Fair, and the manner of ex­
penditures of the annual appropriation which the County Board always 
has made, and probably will, in the future make, in support of the 
Winnebago County Fair. There doesn't seem to be other particular com­
mittee to associate it with. We had considered consolidation with the 
Agricultural Committee, but feel that the latter is an entirely separate 
committee, having several members. who are not necessarily members 
of the County Board. 

7. With regard to the Iilegal Assessment Committee, it seems this 
committee could also be conSOlidated with the TaX Deed Committee and 
Equalization Committee. All three of these committees work more or 
less with the county Treasurer. He is familiar with their duties, and 
there appears no reason why alJ functions could not be consolidated 
under one committee. This would not mean the lapse of any of the 
governmental duties imposed upon any of these committees, but would 
merely mean that one body of men, constituting one committee, could 
handle all of them. 

S. 'We recommend the consOlidation ot the Insurance and Invest­
ments Committees. The Investment Committee has certain statutory 
duties in regard to the investment of county monies, under which the 
committee advises with the County Treasurer. The Insurance Commit­
tee performs substantially the same functions with regard to seeing to 
it that there is adequate insurance on county property. Both commlt­
tees have, in the past, acted more or less as advisors to the County 
Treasurer. Ordinarily, except when a particular problem arises, the two 
existing committees are not particularly busy, but if the work were con­
solidated, and the two committees emerge as one, to be known as the 
Insurance and Investment Committee, an improvement would be effected. 

9. With regard to the Judiciary and Legislative Committee, we do 
not recommend any change for the present. Although we note that 
several of the counties get along without this committee, it, neverthe­
less, has performed functions in the past which it seems logically should 
be delegated to it, and its duties have been those which one conunlttee 
could more or less specialize in. 

10. The Justices and Constable Committee could be consolidated 
with the Sheriff's and Coroner's Committee. The functions of the for­
mer have been to allow the accounts of the several Justices of the Peace 
and Constables in the County for work performed on behalf of the 
state and county. The Sheriff's and Coroner's Committee has a similar 
function, in auditing bills coming in from the Sheriff's Department, 
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and there is no reason, if the Board wishes, why the two could not be 
consolidated. On the other hand, they do not have to be, as the work 
of the two committees is sharply differentiated. It would merely mean 
additional duties on the larger committee as consOlidated. We have not 
come to any definite conclusion on this, but suggest it to the Board for 
consideration. 

11. With regard to the Poor and County Home, it is suggested that 
the poor bilis should be audited by the Social Security .Commit~e. We 
feel that the county Home Committee could be consolidated Wlth the 
Sanatorium Committee and the Insane Committee, to the end that one 
committee could function and oversee the county-owned Asylum, Home, 
and Sanatorium .. The functions of overseeing the three tnstltUtlOns 
have been somewhat similar, and the committee would have an oppor­
tunity to specialize in this type of service. 

12. We recommend the consolidation of the Rules and Printing Com­
mittees. The committees heretofore have been inactive the greater part 
of the year each year, and there is no reason why they couldn't be 
consolidated. 

13. We recommend the continuance of the Public Buildings Com­
mittee, with substantially the same functions as they have performed 
in the past. 

14. We feel, with regard to the Seed Loan Committee, that the same 
ought to be abolished, if it can be done. We understand that only t.wo 
seed loans wen~ through last year, and probably the rate will not m­
erease much this year. Under Federal regulations loans of thlS cha!acter 
apparently. h~ve to have the approval of a responsible committee 10 the 
co~ty. ThlS 18 a Federal matter, however, and if the Agricultural COn;'­
~ttee .COuld asi!ume this obligation it wouldn't be a major increase m 
Its dU~les, and It doesn't seem that the continuance of the Seed LOan 
Comnut~e, as a standing COmmittee, is justified, with only two seed 
loans gomg through in an entire year. 

15. We f""l that the Sheriff's and Coroner's Committee should be 
contmued, as Its functions are important and are sufficient to OCCUpy 
the. full attention of one committee. There could be added to it t~e 
dutl~s heretofore performed by the Justices' and Constables' CommIt­
tee, If the County Board wants to add them. 

16. ~e feel that the Social Security Committee should be .consort-
dated Wlth the Insane and County Home Committees as herembefore 
suggested. ' 
. 17 .. We feel that a study indicates the duties of the Agricultural 
Comnuttee, and we do not care to add to its duties except as we have 
suggested, .that they might be able to assume the' seed loan approval 
functiOns, If the Agricultural Committee elected to dO so. 

18. With regard to the County Highway Committee, its duties are
